Arranged alphabetically,
each entry, ranging from several hundred to several thousand words, offers well-researched background
information and specific details that will undoubtedly keep both casual readers and fans of the subject
engaged; "see also" cross-references at the end of each entry further enhance the reading experience.
Thorough yet concise examples from television (The Walking Dead, Dead Set), film (Night of the Living
Dead, Zombieland), literature (Richard Matheson's | Am Legend), and folklore (Mesopotamian epic
"Gilgamesh"), and cultural phenomena, such as zombie walks and video games, illustrate how pervasive
zombie culture continues to be.
